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Development of legislation on paying agents work in the Russian Federation
Keywords: Paying agents; payment services; payment terminal

The federal law “On payment services provided by paying agents” introduced the

concepts of ‘payment service’ and ‘paying agent’. The article provides a retrospective

analysis of these concepts and their functioning in Russian legislation. In particular,

the author studies the question of how consumer protection laws determine the cases

when consumers actually perform their responsibilities to service provider.
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Juxtaposition of company name and form of incorporation
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The article presents the results of the study, which dealt with USRLE; in particular,
the analysis dealt with proper use of forms of incorporations with the company names.
The article analyzes main mistakes that occur when making reference to the form
of incorporation, and it gives some guidelines on conducting similar analysis of com-
pany names.
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In the present article the author considers the problem of judicial review performed by

the International Court of Justice over the decisions of Security Council. Dramatic increase

in the activity of the Security Council since the beginning of 1990th has provoked inten-

sive debates on the limits of its powers, its accountability and judicial control of its actions

The author analyzes the provisions of the UN Charter and relevant practice of the Inter-

national Court of Justice including its decision in Lockerbie case which shows formal and

conventional limits of the jurisdiction of the ICJ. Itis obvious that the ICJ cannot perform a full

judicial review of the decisions of the Council, which implies the annulment of its decisions.
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Forensic based evidence: legal and technical blunders
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Well-organized and efficient collaboration of an investigator and a forensic special-
ist is crucial to successful investigation outcomes. Various procedural and technical
blunders made by investigators may seriously damage the progress of investigation.
The authors believe that low forensic qualification of specialists contributes to the prob-

lem. In the article, the authors propose to include ‘forensics’ as an obligatory course
to the law studies curriculum.
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Development of Civil code of laws draft and d p of civil law
in Russia at the end of XIX — early XX century. Article eleven.
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The author analyzes how the draft of Civil Code of Laws distinguished between
tangible and intangible property. Also the article presents the model concept for
the fifth book of the draft of Civil Code which dealt with law of obligations.
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Agency work contract: legal aspects

conclusion that the subject of the contract should be defined as the right of client to use
worker's labor function. The authors believe that Russian legislation does not prohibit
agency work; on the contrary, such type of work was legitimized at the federal level.
